Radovi:

1. Opseg rada (ukljucujudi biljeske, bibli-
ografiju i mjesta za graficke priloge) ne bi tre-
bao prelaziti zadane standarde (1 kartica sadr-
71 1800 znakova s prazninama)

— Izvorni znanstveni rad (Original Scien-
tific Paper) — 16 kartica teksta

—  Prethodno priopéenje (Preliminary
Communication) — 8 kartica teksta

—  Pregledni ¢lanak (Review Article) —
48 kartica teksta

—  Stru¢ni ¢lanak (Professional Paper) —
16 kartica teksta

2. Na prvoj stranici rada treba pisati ime i
prezime autora, naziv i adresa ustanove u ko-
joj je autor zaposlen, e-mail adresa i naslov
rada ispisan velikim slovima (Uredni$tvo ce
ove podatke izbrisati prije slanja rukopisa na
recenzije).

3. Casopis koristi APA stil za oblikovanje
referenci u tekstu i u popisu literature (http://
www.apastyle.org/)

4. U popisu literature treba navesti pune
podatke o svim radovima koji se spominju u
tekstu, ujedno u popisu literature trebaju biti
samo oni izvori koji se spominju u tekstu.

5. Radovi se navode abecednim redom i
prema prezimenima autora i kronoloskim re-
dom za radove istog autora. Ako se navodi
vie radova istog autora, koji imaju istu godi-
nu izdanja, treba ih razlikovati slovima (a, b, ¢
itd.) iza godine izdanja. U slu¢aju zajednickog
rada viSe autora, u popisu literature ne kori-
sti se oblik “i suradnici”, nego se navode svi
autora.

6. Radovima treba biti priloZen saZetak na
hrvatskom i na engleskom jeziku. SaZetak ne
bi trebao prelaziti 1800 znakova, te treba upu-
¢ivati na svrhu rada, upotrijebljenu metodo-
logiju, najvaznije rezultate i zakljucak. Autori
trebaju navesti do pet klju¢nih rijedi.

7. Graficki prilozi trebaju biti pripremlje-
ni prema formatu ¢asopisa.

Kategorizacija clanaka

Tzvorni znanstveni ¢lanak (Original Sci-
entific Paper) — sadrZi neobjavljene rezultate
izvornih znanstvenih istraZivanja, a znanstve-
ne su informacije izloZene tako da se to¢nost
analiza i izvoda, na kojima se rezultati temelje,
moze provjeriti.

Prethodno priopéenje (Preliminary Com-
munication) — sadrZi dotad neobjavljene pre-
liminarne rezultate znanstvenog istraZivanja
koje je u tijeku i koje je poZeljno brzo objaviti.
Ne mora nuzno imati dovoljno pojedinosti za
ponavljanje i provjeru rezultata.

Pregledni ¢lanak (Review Article) — ¢lanak
je znanstveni rad koji sadrzi izvoran, saZet i
kriticki prikaz jednog podrudja ili njegova di-
jela u kojemu autor aktivno djeluje. Mora biti
istaknuta uloga autorova izvornog doprinosa
u tom podrudju s obzirom na ve¢ objavljene
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radove te pregled tih radova. Pregledni ¢lanak
sadrzi i najnovije informacije o trenutaénom
stanju razvoja i usmjerenja (tzv. State-of-the
art reviews). MozZe ih pisati jedan ili skupina
autora i piSu se na zamolbu urednika. Urednis-
tvo pridrzava pravo neprihvadanja samostal-
no poslanih preglednih radova bez posebnih
obrazloZenja.

Strucni ¢lanak (Professional Paper) — sa-
drzava veé poznate, objavljene rezultate znan-
stvenoga istrazivanja i teziSte usmjerava na nji-
hovu primjenu u praksi ili na njihovo Sirenje
(obrazovna svrha). Struc¢ni ¢lanak sadrzi kori-
sne priloge iz podrugja struke koji nisu vezani
uz izvorna autorova istrazivanja, a iznesena
zapazanja ne moraju biti novost u struci. Mo-
raju biti napisani na sustavan i razumljiv nadin,
u skladu s &itateljskim profilom.

Ostalo — Primamo priloge za rubriku
Ostalo (prikazi testova, prikazi knjiga, prika-
zi istrazivackih projekata, biljeske iz povijesti
psihologije, izvjes¢a sa psiholoskih kongresa
i konferencija kao i dodirnih struka u kojima
su u znacajnijoj mjeri sudjelovali i psiholozi,
najave konferencija i dogadanja itd.). Prilozi
mogu iznositi do osam kartica teksta.

Za primjenu bilo kojeg psiholoskog mjer-
nog instrumenta autori su obvezni priloZiti
pisanu potvrdu o suglasnosti za njegovu pri-
mjenu. Prihvaéamo kopije dopustenja izdava-
¢a ili autora, a u slu¢aju postupaka koji su u
javnoj domeni, slike zaslona (screen shots) s
odgovarajué¢im podacima. Pogledajte kriterije
za uporabu psiholoskih testova Americke psi-
holoske udruge.

Oblikovanje referenci u tekstu prema APA
stilu:

Izvore treba navoditi u tekstu, a ne u bi-
ljeSkama. Referenca se stavlja u zagrade i sa-
drZi prezime autora, godinu izdanja, te, ako je
rije¢ o citatu, broj stranice.

Ako rad ima dva autora, treba navesti pre-
zimena obaju autora te godinu objave rada.
U slu¢aju zajedni¢kog rada tri ili viSe autora
uvijek se navodi prezime samo prvog autora
te skracenica ,,i sur.“, osim u slucajevima kad
bi to dovelo do zbrke uzrokovane prisutno-
$¢u nekoliko izvora s istim prvim autorom i
godinom izdanja. Tada se navode prezimena
autora do onog autora koji ¢ini razliku.

The Editorial Board reserves
the right to edit the manuscript in accordance
to journal policy and standards of the Croa-
tian and English languages.

Review process

All manuscripts received are subject to
editorial reading and assessment of their ac-
ceptability to the journal, followed by a dou-
ble-blind peer review, where the identities of
the authors or reviewers are unknown.

Before submitting manuscripts, authors
are asked to remove all identifying marks

from the text and references which could
reveal their identity (name, project informa-
tion) and to remove information from elec-
tronic files found in the properties section of
the file.

Upon completion of the review process,
authors need to include a cover letter with the
revised manuscript, indicating which sugges-
tions were accepted and how and which were
not.

Copyright

The publisher reserves the copyright for
articles published in the journal, both in print
and electronic form. Articles published in the
journal can be uses royalty free for education-
al, research and other non-commercial uses.
The authors reserve their rights.

In accordance with the APA Publication
Manual (2010), The Publication Process in
Chapter 8 indicates that authors go through
the points of the ‘Check your manuscript’
(APA, 2014, Checklist for Manuscript Sub-
mission, available at http://www.apa.org/
pubs/authors/manuscript-check.aspx)

Point 8.04 states that “It is the author’s
responsibility to (a) obtain letters of permis-
sion from copyright holders to reproduce
copyrighted material and (b) enclose copies
of these letters with the accepted manuscript”
(pp 231).
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Research ethics

Research needs to be conducted in accor-
dance with ethical rules and codes for con-
ducting studies. The author may be asked to
provide proof that the study was approved by
an ethics committee of the relevant institu-
tion.

AUTHORS ARE ASKED TO OBSERVE THE
FOLLOWING

Manuscripts:

1. The manuscript (including notes, bibli-
ography and illustrations) should not exceed
the given standards (1 text card equals 1800
characters with spaces)

—  Original Scientific papers — 16 text
cards

—  Preliminary Communication — 8 text
cards

— Review Article — 48 text cards

— Professional Paper — 16 text cards

2. The name of the author, institution
name and address, e-mail address and title of
the paper (in capital letters) is to be placed on
the title page (the editors will erase these de-
tails for review purposes).

3. The journal uses the APA style of ref-
erences in the text and reference list (http://
www.apastyle.org/)

4. The reference list must contain full de-
tails of works mentioned in the text and can-
not contain works not cited in the article.

5. References are cited in alphabetical or-
der by author surname and in chronological
order for the same author. If multiple works
of the same author are cited with same year
of publication, they need to be marked with
letters (a, b, ¢ etc.) following the year. In cases

of more than one author, all authors need to
be listed, the et al form is not used.

6. The manuscripts must contain an ab-
stract in Croatian and English. The abstract
should not exceed 1800 characters with spac-
es and should contain the aim of the work,
methodology employed, the most important
results and a conclusion. Five key words need
to be included.

8. Illustrations and tables should be pre-
pared in accordance with the journal format.

Article categorization

Original scientific paper contains unpub-
lished results of original scientific research,
where the information is presented in such a
way that the accuracy of the analyses and pro-
cedures upon which the results are based can
be verified.

Preliminary Communication contains un-
published results of an ongoing study which
are preferably quickly published. It is not nec-
essary to present enough data for duplication
and verification of results.

Review article contains an original, con-
cise and critical review of an individual field
or segment where the author is active. The
author’s role and contribution in the chosen
field needs to be presented with respect to
previously published materials and contain a
review of these works. A review article con-
tains state-of-the-art reviews. It can be written
by one or several authors and is usually com-
missioned by the editor. The Editorial Board
reserves the right to reject individually sent
contributions.

Professional Paper contains published re-
search results and focuses on their application
in practice or their dissemination (educational
purposes). A professional paper presents use-
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ful, practical data not related to the author’s
research and the observations need not be nec-
essarily new in the field. They must be written
in a systematic and understandable manner, in
accordance with reader profiles.

Miscellaneous — The Miscellaneous secti-
on of the journal accepts contributions about
discussions, test reviews, book reviews, rese-
arch project reviews, notes from the history
of psychology, reports from psychology con-
ferences and conferences from related fields
with the participation of psychologists, con-
ference announcements etc. A maximum of 8
text cards is recommended.

Authors are obliged to provide written
permission for the use of any psychological
instruments described in their work. Copies
of permissions from publishers or authors are
acceptable. Instruments in the public doma-
in need to be accompanied by screen shots
with relevant data. Please see the American
Psychological Association criteria for the use
of psychological tests:

References in accordance with APA style:

Sources need to be listed in the text, not as
footnotes. The reference is in parentheses and
contains the surname of the author, year and,
in case of citations, the page number.

If an article has two or more authors, the
surnames of both authors should be listed, fol-
lowed by the year of publication. If an article
has three or more authors, the surname of the
first author is cited followed by et al., except
when difficulties would arise due to several
references with the same authors and years of
publication. In such cases, surnames are listed
until a different author is reached.
